State Salt Dough Map Landform Project
DUE:  Monday, January 29, 2018
Salt Dough Find a recipe online and make the salt dough.  I recommend using a pizza box to put the map in.  It will keep the map a decent size and thickness and safe from harm.  
Other supplies needed:

Paint, toothpicks, paper flag cut-outs or labels, paintbrush, cardboard, maps (from internet or books)
Making the map:

Make the salt dough with the recipe you find. 
Use the salt dough to make a model of your assigned state showing the elevations and landforms, such as rivers, lakes, oceans, mountains, valleys, canyons, volcanoes, buttes, plains, hills, etc.  Be prepared with a map before you begin the dough.

Once your state model is formed, place flags in the salt dough to mark the capitol city, at least 4 other cities, at least 5 landforms, and surrounding states or bodies of water. It is best to use paint to indicate the land, water, and other landforms after the dough has dried. You normally need to wait a day or two to paint after you have formed your map, depending on the weather.  However, you may need to make holes where you plan to put toothpick flags before it dries, as the dough can get really hard after a few days.

*****Color codes for the following: 
1. Rivers, lakes, and oceans are blue. 
2. Land should be green.  
3. Mountains are brown.  
4. Deserts or plains are yellow.  
Make a legend showing what different colors mean on your map.  You will need to make a legend for this map. 

Make a creative title for your map.

Flags: You can use toothpicks with tape or labels. You can fold these in half around a toothpick to make a flag. You can then write on them to label landforms, etc.
